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HR: Ovim se istrazivanjem doprinosi razumijevanju znacaja eudaimonije u turizmu s obzirom da je pregled
literature ukazao na ogranicen broj studija koje ukljucuju taj koncept u primijenjena istraZivanja. Projekt ima
za cilj profiliranje eudaimonistickih turista i utvrdivanje njihova pona$anja za vrijeme putovanja u kontekstu
ekonomske, druStvene, kulturne i okolisne odrZivost kao i njihova interesa za su-kreaciju turistickih doZivljaja,
preporuku destinacije i pojedinacnih doZivijaja te namjere putovanja. U cilju realizacije istraZivanja koristiti e
se razlicite metode znanstvenog istraZivanja te ¢e se prikupljati primarni i sekundarni podaci. Za prikupljanje
primarnih podataka provesti ¢e se terensko i online anketiranje. Cilina skupina biti ce osobe koje su ostvarile
hajmanje jedno turisticko putovanje u zadnje dvije godine.

Teorijski doprinos projekta lezi u kreiranju novog mjernog instrumenta namijenjenog identificiranju sklonosti

turista prema eudaimonistickim doZivijajima dok se aplikativni doprinos ogleda u stvaranju preporuka za
ciliano priviacenje eudaimonistickih turista u svrhu razvoja regenerativnog turizma.

EN: This research contributes to the understanding of the importance of eudaimonia in tourism, as the
literature review revealed a limited number of studies that consider this concept in applied research.The
project aims to profile eudaimonistic tourists and identify their behaviour during travel in relation to economic,
social, cultural and environmental sustainability, as well as their interest in co-creating tourism experiences,
recommending destinations and individual experiences, and travel intentions. To conduct the research,
different methods of scientific research will be used and primary and secondary data will be collected. Field
and online surveys will be conducted to collect the primary data. The target group is people who have
undertaken at least one tourist trip in the last two years.

The theoretical contribution of the project is the creation of a new measurement instrument to identify the
tendency of tourists to have eudaimonistic experiences, while the application-related contribution is the
creation of a recommendation for the targeted attraction of eudaimonistic tourists for the purpose of
developing regenerative tourism.
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
