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HR: Sportsko-turisticki dogadaji stvaraju znaCajne pozitivne, ali i negativne, ekonomske, sociokulturne i
okolisne ucinke za organizatore, lokalne zajednice i drzave u cjelini. Dosada$nja istraZivanja usredotoCila su
se na odrzivost velikih sportskih dogadaja u velikim i razvijenim zemljama dok su takvi dogadaji u manjim

SaZetak zemljama, zbog infrastrukturnih i organizacijskih ogranicenja i njihova manjeg ukupnog broja, nedovoljno
istrazeni. Medu mnoStvom dionika ukljucenih u organizaciju i potro$nju odrZivih sportskih dogadaja, lokalna
Zajednica je prepoznata i potvrdena kao kljucni dionik, jer niti jedan oblik turizma ne bi trebao biti na Stetu
lokalnih stanovnika. Polazeci od Triple Bottom Line pristupa odrZivog razvoja te teorije drustvene razmjene,
cili ovog empiriiskog istraZivanja je razviti model za razumijevanje podrke lokalnih stanovnika prema
ugo$cavanju velikih sportsko-turistickih dogadaja u buducnosti. Na primjeru jednog od najvecih sportsko-
turistiCkih dogadaja u Hrvatskoj, analizirat ¢e se percepcija lokalnih stanovnika o ekonomskim i $irim
drustvenim ucincima tog dogadaja te koji od percipiranih uCinaka najviSe utjeCu na podrSku lokalnog
StanovniStva prema odrZavanju ovog i slicnih sportskih dogadaja te prema sportskom turizmu kao metodi
razvoja odrzivog turizma. U tom smislu, provest ¢e se anketiranje lokalnih stanovnika odabranih veéih mjesta
kroz koje prolazi trasa utrke tijekom dva izdanja utrke. Broj percipiranih ucinaka ¢e se faktorskom analizom
reducirati na maniji broj faktora, a utjecaj pojedinih percipiranih ucinaka na podrsku lokalnih stanovnika testirat
Ce se regresijskim modelom te strukturalnim modeliranjem. Osim teoretskih, rezultati istraZivanja mogu
pomoci organizatorima ovog i slicnih dogadaja da bolje razumiju stav Sire zajednice prema dogadajima koje
organiziraju te da steknu njenu potporu koja moZe biti klju¢na za ukupan uspjeh buducih izdanja.
EN: Sport tourism events create significant positive as well as negative economic, socio-cultural and
environmental impacts for organizers, the local community and the country as a whole. Previous research

Summary has focused on the sustainability of major sports events in larger and developed countries, while such events

in smaller countries, due to infrastructure and organizational constraints, and lower frequencies of hosting
events, are under researched. Among the many actors involved in the organization and consumption of
sustainable sports events, the local community is confirmed as a key stakeholder, since no form of tourism
should be at the expense of the local residents. Building on the Triple Bottom Line approach and Social




Exchange Theory, the aim of this empirical study is to develop and test a theoretical model for understanding
local residents support for hosting large sport tourism events based on economic opportunities and social
incentives. This study will analyze the perception of local residents and further understand economic and
social impacts of one of the largest sport tourism events in Croatia. It will further analyze whether these
impacts are predictors of local resident support for hosting large events in the future and for sport tourism as
a method of sustainable tourism development. In that sense, residents of selected major places along the
race track will be surveyed during the two race editions. The number of perceived event impacts will be
reduced by factor analysis to a smaller number of factors, while the influence of perceived impacts on local
resident support will be tested by regression model and structural modeling. In addition fo theoretical
implications, research results can help the organizers of sport tourism events better understand the attitude
of the wider community regarding the events they organize and to gain local resident support that can be
crucial to the overall success of future editions.
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
