Sazetak istrazivanje se temelji na slucaju Rijeke kao Europske prijestolnice kulture (EPK) 2020. godine i nastoji ispitati
kako gradani Rijeke, nakon zavrsetka ove manifestacije, percipiraju njezine ucinke. Koristi mjeSovite metode
istrazivanja. U kvantitativnoj fazi provest ¢e se anketiranje gradana Rijeke u vezi znaCajki Rijeke kao mjesta
za Zivot u post EPK fazi, usredotocujuci se na kontinuiranu praksu upravijanja destinacijom, urbane promjene
i utjecaj na lokalnu kvalitetu Zivota. Osim toga, utvrdit ¢e se i jesu li ispitanici aktivno sudjelovali u EPK2020,
koliki je stupanj njihova entuzijazma u vezi nastalih promjena, te da Ii ovi konstrukti utjeCu na njihovu
percepciju ucinaka i stupanj potpore koju pruZaju dogadaju. Kvalitativni dio istraZivanja podrazumijeva
intervjiue (ili fokus grupu) s relevantnim dionicima kako bi se dodatno poduprii rezultati kvantitativnog
istraZivanja.
EN: The effects created by major cultural events are diverse and do not happen by chance. Perception of
effects by local residents is one of the key indicators of the success of an event. This research is based on
the case of Rijeka as the European Capital of Culture (ECoC) in 2020 and seeks to examine how the citizens
of Rijeka, after the end of this event, perceive impacts of this event. It is exploratory in nature and applies
mixed methods approach. In the quantitative phase, a survey of Rijeka citizens will be conducted regarding
the characteristics of Rijeka as a place to live in the post-ECOC phase, focusing on continuous place
management practices, urban change and the impact on local quality of life.
