HR: Javni nastup na stranom jeziku uvijek je izazovan zadatak jer se pojedinci mogu osjecati tjieskobno i
nesigurno zbog svojih jezicnih vjeStina. Raspon tjeskobe moZe proizaci iz straha od pogreSaka ili pogreSnog
razumijevanja. Stovise, pojedinci koji nisu navikli javno govoriti na svom materinjem jeziku mogu jo$ snaznije
osjetiti tieskobu prilikom drzanja govora na stranom jeziku. Upravo ova Cinjenica ide u prilog opravdanosti
ovogq istraZivanja koje za cilj ima istraZiti da li se uvodenjem imerzivnog ucenja putem virtualne stvarnosti
strah od javnih nastupa moZe smanijiti te doprinijeti ve¢em samopouzdanju pojedinca kao i vecoj motiviranosti
prilikom izvrSavanja zadataka. U ne tako velikom broju dosada$njih istraZivanja proucavao se iskljucivo
utjecaj straha od govorenja samo na engleskom jeziku i to iste razine predznanja, dok ¢e ovo istraZivanje

Sazetak ponuditi nova saznanja jer ¢e se komparativnom analizom usporedivati skupine razlicitih jezicnih predznanja
kao i razlicitih jezika.

Summary EN: Public speaking in a foreign language is always a challenge, as individuals may feel anxious and

insecure about their language skills. These anxieties may be triggered by fear of making mistakes or
misunderstanding on the part of the audience. In addition, individuals who are not accustomed to speaking
publicly in their native language may feel the anxiety even more strongly when giving a speech in a foreign
language. This fact supports the justification of this research, which aims to investigate whether the
introduction of immersive learing through virtual reality can reduce public speaking anxiety and contribute
to individuals' greater selfconfidence and motivation in performing tasks. A not-so-large number of previous
studies have examined the impact of speaking anxiety only in English and with the same prior knowledge,
whereas this research will provide new insights because the comparative analysis will compare groups with
different prior linguistic knowledge as well as with different languages.
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
