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HR: Regenerativni turizam i lifestyle migracije predstavijaju dva isprepletena trenda koji transformiraju

Sazetak socioekonomske krajolike zemalja EU-a. Regenerativni turizam, usredoto¢en na obnovu ekosustava i
zajednica, privlaCi migrante u potrazi za boljom kvalitetom Zivota, povecavajuci potraznju za stanovima i
podizuci cijene nekretnina. Ovo mozZe dovesti do gentrifikacije i pritiska na lokalnu infrastrukturu. IstraZivanje
ima za cilj detaljno ispitati povezanost regenerativnog turizma i lifestyle migracija, kvantificirati njihov utjecaj
ha cijene nekretnina i dostupnost stambenog prostora u EU, te analizirati Sire ekonomske ucinke. Takoder
Ce procijeniti ucinkovitost trenutnih politika u upravijanju ovim utjecajima i ukazati na potencijalne politicke
implikacije. Hipoteze uklju¢uju povecanu potraznju za nekretninama, pozitivne gospodarske ucinke i odrZiviji
rast trZiSta nekretnina u regijama s ucinkovitim integriranjem regenerativnog turizma. Koristenjem SYS-GMM
pristupa, Dumitrescu-Hurlin testiranja i modela prostornog kasnjenja i pogreSke, istraZivanje ce pruZiti
dubinsku analizu ovih fenomena.
EN: Regenerative tourism and lifestyle migration represent two intertwined trends transforming the
socioeconomic landscapes of EU countries. Regenerative tourism, focused on ecosystem and community
renewal, attracts migrants seeking a better quality of life, increasing housing demand and raising property
prices. This can lead to gentrification and strain on local infrastructure. The research aims to thoroughly
examine the relationship between regenerative tourism and lifestyle migration, quantify their impact on
property prices and housing availability in the EU, and analyze broader economic effects. It will also assess
the effectiveness of current policies in managing these impacts and highlight potential political implications.
Hypotheses include increased housing demand, positive economic spillovers, and more sustainable real

Summary estate market growth in regions effectively integrating regenerative tourism. Using SYS-GMM approach,

Dumitrescu-Hurlin testing, and spatial lag and error models, the research will provide an in-depth analysis of
these phenomena.
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
