Sokovi poput terorizma, kriminala, prirodnih katastrofa, zaraznih bolesti,
politicke nestabilnosti, migracija, klimatskih promjena i ekonomskih kriza mogu imati negativne posljedice na
turizam.

Tourism is considered an
activity that is extremely sensitive to external shocks. Shocks such as terrorism, crime, natural disasters,
infectious diseases, political instability, migration, climate change and economic crises can have negative
consequences for tourism. In this context, those countries with a high share of tourism in the gross domestic
product are particularly exposed. In order to reduce the exposure of tourism to external shocks, it is necessary
to scientifically question and investigate the factors that contribute to resilience.
