Sazetak izravne inozemne investicije jednako kao i inozemne doznake imaju pozitivne efekte na razvoj turizma,
temeljem Cega se deduktivnim promi$ljanjem moZe izvuci konkluzija koja ujedno predstavija i cilj ovog
projekta koji se odnosi na utvrdivanje smjera uzrocnosti, jacine i statistiCke signifikantnosti povezanosti
izravnih inozemnih ulaganja, inozemnih doznaka, emigracijskih kretanja, te turistickog razvoja koje prema
teoretskoj podlozi prethodnih znanstvenih relevantnih istraZivanja imaju utjecaj na gospodarski rast.

EN: Croatian economic growth is a variable economically depended on many factors, and among others,
tourism stands out as a generator of an extremely high share of Croatian gross domestic product. Due to its
extremely high share in the gross domestic product, Croatia is often mentioned in the context of a tourism-
dependent country. From the globalization point of view, the emigration of the population since its entry into
the European Union has been experiencing exponential growth, which is causally-consequently related to
foreign direct investment and foreign remittances. In addition, foreign direct investment as well as foreign

Summary remittances have positive effects on tourism development. Based on the above, deductive reasoning draws

a conclusion that also represents the goal of this project which refers to determining the direction of causality,
strength and statistical significance of the connection of foreign direct investment, foreign remittances,
emigration trends, and tourism development which according to the previous scientific research affect
economic growth. The study of this issue will provide important answers when researching the hypotheses,
since this topic is still insufficiently explored in the published scientific literature, especially when it comes to
Croatia which results in the original scientific contribution of this project.
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
