Sazetak kvalitetno poduzetnicko okruZenje, gospodarski rast te bolje Zivotne uvjete gradana. Uslijed ubrzane
digitalizacije, broj korisnika usluga e-uprave postaje sve veci, §to je dovelo do vece interakcije izmedu javnih
tijela i javnosti na internetu, a time i financijskog razvoja. Posljedicno to dovodi do dru$tva u kojem je viSe
zastupljena otvorenost, transparentnost i veCa razina povjerenja u rad javnih uprava Sto ubrzava cjelokupan
proces zelene tranzicije.

Stoga, kako bi se odgovorilo na
izazove i trendove e-uprave u cilju ostvarenja financijskog razvoja i zelene tranzicije potrebno je napraviti
dodatna istraZivanja. Cilj ovog projekta je istraZiti trendove i izazove e-uprave, kao i utjecaj na gospodarski
rast, financijski razvoj, kvalitetu Zivota u Republici Hrvatskoj te ostalim zemljama u cilju postizanja zelene
tranzicije. Doprinos ovog istraZivanja osim u teorijskom spoznajama, bazira se na diseminaciji novih
empirijskih spoznaja o utjecaju i ucinkovitosti e-uprave u cilju postizanja veceg gospodarskog rasta,
financijskog razvoja i podizanje razine kvalitete Zivota, kao i preporukama usmjerenih prema donosiocima
odluka za nova i prakticnija rieSenja za ostvarivanje zelene tranzicije, slijedeci dobre prakse ostalih zemalja.

business environment, economic growth and better living conditions for citizens. Due to accelerated
digitalisation, the number of users of e-government services is increasing, which has led to greater interaction
between public bodies and the public on the Internet, and thus to financial development. As a result, this
leads to a society with more openness, transparency and a higher level of trust in the work of public




administrations, which accelerates the entire green transition process. The use of digital technologies to
increase productivity and economic efficiency leads to a green transition that moves the economy towards
climate and environmental neutrality. This can be observed especially between developed and
underdeveloped countries in the world. Therefore, in order to respond to the challenges and trends of e-
government and achieve green transition it is necessary to conduct additional research. The aim of this project
is to investigate the trends and challenges of e-government and the impact on economic growth, financial
development and quality of life in the Republic of Croatia and other countries in order to achieve green
transition. The contribution of this research, in addition to theoretical knowledge, is the dissemination of new
empirical findings on the impact and effectiveness of e-government to achieve higher economic growth,
financial development and quality of life, as well as recommendations to policy makers for new and more
practical solutions to achieve an green transition inspired by the best practises of other countries.
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
