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HR: Sportski dogadaji generiraju sloZene ekonomske, drustvene i okoliSne ucinke na lokalnu zajednicu i
njeno gospodarstvo. Prema Teoriji druStvene razmjene, lokalni dionici ¢e podrzati takve dogadaje ako
percipirane koristi nadma$uju Stetne ucinke. Ipak, dosadasnja istraZivanja fokusirana su uglavnom na

SaZetak percepciju lokalnog stanovni$tva i velike dogadaje u razvijenim zemljama, ¢esto u jednoj vremenskoj tocki.
Ovaj projekt odgovara na potrebu za dubljim razumijevanjem stavova viSe dionika u razli¢itim fazama
sportskog dogadaja. Kroz Sest faza longitudinalnog istraZivanja, projekt analizira percepciju ucinaka i razinu
podrske triju skupina dionika (lokalnih stanovnika, menadZera lokalnih poslovnih subjekata i organizatora) u
kontekstu Europskog gimnastickog prvenstva u Zagrebu 2026. Koritenjem anketnih upitnika i
polustrukturiranih intervjua istraZuju se koristi i troskovi dogadaja, utjecaj dogadaja na poslovanje lokalnih
poduzeca, promjene stavova dionika kroz vrijeme te razlike medu skupinama. Prikupljeni podaci koristit ¢e
se za testiranje hipoteza koje ispituju percepciju dionika o koristima i troSkovima dogadaja, razinu njihove
potpore, razlike izmedu skupina dionika (Stanovnici vs. menadZeri), te promjene stavova kroz vrijeme. Za
analizu podataka koristit ¢e se konfirmatorna faktorska analiza (CFA) za identifikaciju dimenzija percepcije
ucinaka, PLS-SEM za ispitivanje odnosa izmedu percipiranih uCinaka i razine potpore, te bi- i multivarijantna
analiza za utvrdivanje razlika i promjena u percepciji medu dionicima. Rezultati Ce biti korisni znanstvenoj
zajednici, ali i donositeljima odluka i organizatorima za razvoj strategija i opravdanje investicija. Projekt se
nadovezuje na prethodne projekte voditelja i doprinosi nacionalnim strategijama turizma i sporta, stvarajuci
temelje za buducu medunarodnu suradnju u sportskom menadzmentu i turizmu.
EN: Sporting events have a complex economic, social and environmental impact on the local community and
its economy. According to social exchange theory, local stakeholders will support such events if the perceived

Summary benefits outweigh the costs. However, previous studies have mostly been cross-sectional and focused mainly

on residents' perceptions of the impact of major events in industrialized countries. This project responds to
the need for a deeper understanding of the attitudes of different stakeholder groups at different stages of a
sporting event. In six phases of longitudinal research, the project analyzes the perceptions and levels of
support of three stakeholder groups (residents, managers of local businesses, and organizers) in relation to




the European Gymnastics Championships in Zagreb 2026. Questionnaires and semi-structured interviews
will be used to investigate the benefits and costs of the event, the impact of the event on the local businesses,
changes in stekeholders’ attitudes over time and differences between the groups. The data collected will be
used to test hypotheses examining the perceived benefits and costs of the event, levels of stakeholder
support, differences between groups (residents vs. managers), and changes in attitudes over time.
Confirmatory factor analysis (CFA) will be used to identify dimensions of perceived impact, PLS-SEM to
examine the relationship between perceived impact and level of support, and bivariate and multivariate
analyzes to identify differences and changes in perceptions across stakeholder groups. The results will be
useful for the scientific community, but also for decision makers and organizers to develop strategies and
justify investments in events. The project builds on previous projects of the project leader and contributes to
national strategies for tourism and sport and lays the foundations for future international cooperation in sport
management and tourism.
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
